· WBEs who have received a Lillie Knox Award in the past are ineligible to submit an application for a period of two (2) years following receipt of the award.
· The Selection Committee will determine the recipient(s) and amount of award(s).  Recipients will be announced at the Lillie Knox memorial luncheon at Harvesting Partnerships on September 8, 2011.
· Funds awarded must be invested in the business and a report of their use provided to WBCS in August of the following year. 
· Recipient(s) must agree that all information from the application is available for use by the WBCS in the presentation or publicity of the award.
